“What Story are We Telling?” 

     “Walk the Line” is an Academy Award, Golden Globe, and Grammy Award 
winning film that chronicled the life of country music singer Johnny Cash. It details 
his life from his meager beginnings on an Arkansas cotton farm to his rise to fame 
with Sun Records in Memphis, Tennessee.  
     Early in the movie young Johnny Cash is seen lying in bed next to his older 
brother Jack, who is reading his Bible. “Jack” says Johnny, “Why are you so good?” 
“I ain’t!” says Jack. “You can pick five times more cotton than me,” says Johnny. 
“Well, I’m bigger than you are,” Jack replies. “Yeah, but you know every story in 
Scripture,” says Johnny. “Well, you know every song in mama’s hymnal,” says Jack. 
“Songs are easy,” says Johnny. “They ain’t for me,” says Jack. “But there’s more 
words in the Bible than they are in mama’s Heavenly Highway Hymns,” says Johnny. 
“Look J.R.,” answers Jack, “If I’m gonna be a preacher one day, I’ve gotta know the 
Bible from front to back. I mean, you can’t help nobody if you can’t tell ‘em the right 
story.” 
     Most of us know the rest of Johnny’s story, but his older brother Jack never went 
on to be a preacher. In fact, at the early age of only 14 Jack was badly injured in a 
sawmill accident and died a week later. But there was something in his life and 
testimony that stand out for us today. He was preparing himself daily to share the 
“right story” with those in need around him.  
      As I thought about the exchange between young Johnny and his older brother 
Jack I found myself wondering – are we, as young Jack Cash, concerned that we will 
share “the right story” with those who are hurting and disillusioned? Are we, as Jack, 
passionate about sharing “the right story” with those who have never heard the good 
news? For that matter are we, as Jack, sharing the “right story?” 
     Just the other day a good friend, from a sister church, came by for a visit. In the 
course of our conversation we briefly touched on the different witnessing techniques 
we had been accustomed to through the years. He indicated that he had once been in a 
church that used a weekly “blanket type approach” concerning outreach / evangelism. 
In those programs the emphasis was always on going and doing. In other words, 
participants were encouraged to make a certain number of contacts each week. We 
concluded that the problem with such approaches came when you found yourself 
more concerned with the number of contacts you were making than the actual people 
you were supposed to be sharing the love of Christ with.  
     I believe the Bible places far more emphasis on being than it does doing. When we 
were lost and apart from God in our sin, the Father used the combined forces of 
heaven to track us down and redeem us. Through His Triune being He was 
purposing, securing, and administering our salvation. But, He was also using His 
chosen people to share His message of love and grace. And, through the combined 
effort of all we were gloriously converted. How does all of this apply to us? 
     God has richly blessed our sister churches throughout the county. He has blessed 
us as we unite together in association with one another. My prayer for 2008 is simple: 
Father, make us one in Jesus Christ. Not one in the way we look or even the way we 
act but one in the message that we share. May we, as young Jack Cash, “tell the right 
story” and tell it in such a way that others will believe!  
     May God’s blessings be upon us throughout the upcoming year and continue until 
the return of His Son, Jesus Christ.
