     Are you concerned about children who experience natural disasters? Does your heart ache 
for these children? Do you wonder how you might minister to these children and their families? 
     You can be the hands of Jesus to children who have experienced a disaster.   
Virginia Baptists now have two Disaster Relief Temporary Child Care Units, each equipped with 
toys, craft items, sleeping mats, rocking chairs, diapers, wet wipes, washing machine, and many 
other items needed to provide safe care.  Because this is a relatively new ministry, we need 
trained and certified volunteers who might be available to staff these units when disaster strikes. 
     Disaster Relief Temporary Child Care is intended to provide caring arms, watchful eyes, and 
a safe place for children who are victims of a disaster to stay while their parents stand in line for 
FEMA registration or for relief supplies, meet with insurance claims adjustors, salvage 
possessions from damaged homes, etc.  It is not intended to take the place of traditional day 
care utilized by working parents.   
     Disaster Relief Temporary Child Care Unit volunteers must be trained with “Introduction to 
Virginia Baptist Disaster Relief” and “Introduction to Disaster Relief Temporary Child Care” and 
must have acceptable background checks in order to receive credentials for service with the 
unit. 
     If you are interested in ministering to children through our Disaster Relief Temporary Child 
Care Units, join us at Eagle Eyrie for this training session.  No pre-registration is required.  The 
registration fee may be paid on arrival at Voight Conference Center at Eagle Eyrie.  See you 
there! 
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Miss Alma Hunt, Beloved Baptist Leader, Dies at Age  98  
  Woman's Missionary Union of Virginia and Virginia Baptist Mission Board mourn the loss of Alma Hunt, who died 
Saturday, June 14 in Roanoke. "Miss Alma," as she was widely known in Baptist life, was loved by all who knew her. Her 
heart for missions and commitment to growing the Kingdom was inspirational to Christians worldwide.  
 Born to Christian parents in Roanoke, she developed an early passion for learning and teaching which took her first to 
the public school classroom, then to obtain a master's degree from Columbia University, and later to be dean of women at 
William Jewell College in Missouri. In 1948 she was named Executive Secretary of Woman's Missionary Union (WMU), 
where she served in that role for 26 years. During her tenure, WMU experienced tremendous growth as a result of Miss 
Alma's leadership, courage, and passion for missions education. As a missions pioneer, Miss Alma also served in 
leadership roles with the Baptist World Alliance. She was the first woman to preside at a congress in 1975.  
  "The people I feel sorry for when I wake each morning are those who can't figure out what to do that day. The days 
are simply not long enough for me," explained Miss Alma. " I know of no purpose as fulfilling as feeling yourself used for 
what you believe to be the plan God created for you to follow."  
 Though a native Virginian, Miss Alma was a citizen of the world, having traveled to 93 countries during her lifetime. It 
was her appreciation for the rich heritage of Virginia Baptists, her vision of missions, and her passionate pursuit of a 
missional lifestyle that led WMUV to rename the Virginia Missions Offering in her honor: the Alma Hunt Offering for Virginia 
Missions.  
 The Alma Hunt Offering touches lives across the world and enables people to live out the call God has placed on their 
lives by providing scholarship assistance for female seminary students in India, enabling a Venturer to serve in South Africa, 
supporting the work of summer camp counselors at CrossRoads, equipping first responders with Disaster Relief in 
Louisiana, supporting a chaplain in a female correctional facility in Virginia, and enabling many other ministries.  
 Miss Alma encouraged all Christians to see the needs of the world with the compassionate eyes of Christ. "We don't 
want to lose sight of the opportunities this day affords us. We have a wonderful opportunity in which to carry out for our day 
the good news of Jesus Christ to all the world. There are new fields we cannot see, but the Lord can see where there is 
need and opportunities that are not yet discovered." Throughout her life, Miss Alma provided inspiration and issued 
challenges for generations to come. May we be found faithful to her enduring legacy.

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 The Strengthening Churches Team of the CVBA is pleased to announce the inclusion of a new education/ 
scholarship fund for the benefit of our churches. At the Executive Team meeting held on Tuesday, March 11th we 
voted to adopt this new line item in our 2008 budget.  
 The breakdown of the 2008 CVBA Budget for the remainder of the calendar year concerning the Strengthening 
Churches Team looks like this:

 The purpose of this scholarship fund is to assist those within our churches who wish to enhance their leadership 
skills that include, but are not limited to, the following areas of ministry: 

1. Continuing Education for Pastors / Leaders – funding for this category would assist pastors and other key 
leaders in our churches by providing continuing education scholarships for formal ministerial training. Funding 
would be dispersed in the form of college, seminary, and continuing education scholarships. Those interested 
in obtaining assistance would provide needed information through formal requests to the Strengthening 
Churches Team.   

2. Vacation Bible School Training / Assistance – funding for this category would assist our churches annually by 
hosting an associational VBS Clinic. In addition, this would also provide funding for VBS leaders from our 
association and churches to attend national VBS training seminars such as those held by LifeWay at 
Ridgecrest Training Center in North Carolina. Smaller churches within the association could also request 
partnership funding to help defray the cost of VBS.  

3. Pastors / Wives Conference Scholarship Fund – funding for this category would be used to provide 
scholarships for pastors and wives to attend local, regional, and national conferences. Examples would be the 
annual Appalachian Ministers / Staff Retreat, regional & statewide Ministers / Wives retreats, and local 
conferences.

In addition, it is our hope and prayer that any unused funding budgeted for the Strengthening Churches Team can 
be set aside in an interest bearing scholarship fund that would provide training opportunities for the people in our 
churches till the return of our Lord.
